Playing for BU’s second team, which placed third in the field (310-296), McLaughlin collected five birdies —
including three on the back side — and posted the lowest round of the 120 played at En-Joie. Together with his opening-round
80, McLaughlin tied for fifth in the field.

“It's unbelievable that anyone could shoot that low the way this course was playing today,” Lasky said, referring to the bitter
cold weather conditions and course length. “Chris played an incredible round of golf.”
