Last Week: Bearcats drop two at Morehead State

Binghamton lost a pair of games at the Morehead State Tip-off Classic this past week-
end, falling to Eastern Kentucky 75-66 on Friday and losing to the host Eagles, 65-59
on Saturday.

Against Eastern Kentucky, Binghamton was led by junior forward Leala Wegwerth
(Maplewood, Minn./ Roseville), who led the Bearcats in scoring with 14 points and
added five rebounds. Senior guard lesha Eldridge (Buffalo, N.Y./ Buffalo Academy)
chipped in 10 points and grabbed a team-high six rebounds. Sophomore guard Laura
Scordino (Vestal, N.Y./ Vestal) netted a career-high nine points.

The Bearcats were led in scoring by freshman guard Jen Blues (Overland Park, Kan./
Blue Valley North) who netted a career-high 21 points. She hit on four of eight three
pointersforthe game. Junior forward LealaWegwerth (Maplewood, Minn./Roseville)
had 10 points, marking the second straight game she has reached double figures in

scoring.

Breakout game for Blues

Freshman Jen Blues(Overland Park, Kan./ Blue VValley North), wholeadsBinghamton
inscoringwith 14.0 points per game, had ateam-high 21 points against Morehead State.
It marked the first time that a Binghamton freshman has reached the 20-point mark in
agame since Sarah Cartmill netted 20 points against Franklin Pierce on Feb. 27, 1999.
Inaddition, withfour three-pointfield goals against Morehead State, Blues recorded the
highest total by a Binghamton player since Brooke Kelly nailed five three-pointers
against the same Morehead State team on Nov. 25, 2001.

Blues and Miller crack starting lineup
