Binghamton (5-7, 2-1 AE) has a full slate of games this week, as it hosts Army on
Monday at 5:30 p.m., travels to Albany for a 7 p.m. contest on Wednesday and
closes out the week with a 1 p.m. game against New Hampshire on Saturday.

Binghamton continues to be led in scoring by freshman guard Jen Blues (Overland
Park, Kansas/ Blue Valley North), who is averaging 11.8 points per game. She had
ateam-high 12 points in the Bearcats’ 64-45 loss to Maine on Saturday.

Junior center Nicole Dypolt (Calgary, Alberta/ Bishop Grandin), who had been
averaging 8.8 points per game and had a team-high 6.7 rebounds, went down with
a knee injury against Maine on Saturday. The results of an MRI have yet to be
released as of Monday morning. With Dypolt’s injury, sophomore Kristin Hibler
(Hutchinson, Kan./ Hutchinson) will start at center against Army.

Junior guard Kate Townley (St. Paul, Minn./ Cretin-Derham Hall) is leading the
team and the America East Conference in assists for the second year in a row (5.2
per game).
