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Binghamton sweeps a pair of road matches

The Binghamton women’s tennis team (10-7, 1-0 AE) stretched its winning streak to
seven matches, winning on the road against Hartford on Friday (7-0) and at Quinnipiac
on Saturday (5-2). It marks the longest winning streak for the team since the 1994-95
season and is just one match shy of tying the school record for the most consecutive
wins. The current school recod of eight consecutive wins was set between May 31, 1987
to Sept. 29, 1987.

"Everythingis really clicking for us right now,” head coach Jamie Campbell said. “The
Hartford match was good for us because we got our first conference win. We knew
Quinnipiac would be a challenge but after we beat them, their coach came up to us and
said we were a tough team to play.”

Binghamton swept all six singles matches and all three doubles matches en route to
the victory over host Hartford on Friday. At #1 singles, freshman Justina Hakimi
(Manhasset, N.Y./Herricks) extended her winning streak to six matches with a 6-1, 6-
1 victory. She also teamed with sophomore Alexis Brill (Syosset, N.Y.) for an 8-3
victory at the top doubles draw. Brill played at fourth singles and produced a 6-0, 6-2
victory.

Junior Janine Sadaka (Great Neck, N.Y.) and senior Amy Weissberg (Syosset, N.Y.)
were winners at second and third singles, respectively, while the pair teamed for an
8-2 victory at second doubles. Sadaka extended to a pro-set tiebreaker in her singles
matches, winning 6-3, 4-6 (10-5). Weissberg won her singles match 6-2, 6-2.

Senior Kristin Jobe (Baytown, Texas/Texas City) was a 6-2, 6-2 winner at fifth singles
and sophomore Amy Linda (Bronx, N.Y./LaGuardia) won 6-0, 6-2 at the sixth spot.
The pair won 8-4 at third doubles.

Bear cats sweep conference foe Hartford

On Saturday, freshman Justina Hakimi (Manhasset, N.Y./Herricks) posted a 7-5, 6-1
win at first singles. Hakimi, who is now 13-8 in her first collegiate season, is the lone
Bearcat to go 7-0 in singles matches during the team’s winning streak. Hakimi also
played at first doubles with sophomore Alexis Brill (Syosset, N.Y.), but the pair was
defeated 9-8 (7-1). Brill won her fourth singles match 6-0, 6-2.

Junior Janine Sadaka (Great Neck, N.Y.) was a 6-4, 6-3 winner at second singles,
while senior Amy Weissberg (Syosset, N.Y.) was a 6-4, 2-6, 6-0 winner at third
singles. The pair also produced Binghamton’s lone doubles win, beating their Bobcats
opponents 8-5.

Senior Kristin Jobe (Baytown, Texas/Texas City) needed a first-set tie-breaker for a
7-6 (7-2), 6-4 win at fifth singles, while sophomore Amy Linda (Bronx, N.Y./
LaGuardia) was defeated 6-4, 6-4 at sixth singles. The pair was defeated 8-4 at third
doubles.
